Home-School Agreement

The school staff will:

· provide a safe and stimulating learning environment for your child which will allow him/her to make good progress in their learning, be happy and be as independent as possible;
· use positive handling techniques to encourage your child to behave appropriately and work and play sensibly with the other children;
· welcome you whenever you can visit the school and give you the opportunity to participate in learning activities;

· contact you straightaway if there is any problem with your child’s health or well-being at school;

· provide you with information when significant things happen in school and respond to your requests for information;

· offer you the opportunity to meet with your child’s teacher once per term to discuss their progress and agree future learning targets;

· provide guidance and resources to support you in providing appropriate learning opportunities for your child at home;

· consult you at each annual review of your child’s statement of special educational needs about the priority learning targets and associated teaching strategies for the coming year;

· arrange a meeting as soon as possible to discuss with you any significant developments that may affect your child’s progress whenever they arise and to address any concerns that you have about your child’s education.
The school staff would like you to:
· encourage your child to behave appropriately and kindly at school and on the home-school transport;

· send your child to school only when he/she is well and take him/her home when he/she becomes unwell at school and keep him/her away from school until well again;
· provide any information and medication required to meet your child’s health care needs and any equipment required to meet his/her support needs;

· make sure that your child comes regularly to school on time and notify the school secretary of the reason by phone or letter whenever your child is late or unable to attend due to illness or other reasons;

· inform your child’s teacher of any significant developments that may affect your child’s progress or health or care whenever they occur;

· attend any meetings organised to meet your child’s education or health needs or the annual review of your child’s statement of special educational needs and help implement any strategies agreed at those meetings;

· provide emergency contact details, with updates whenever there are changes, and ensure that you are immediately contactable in the event of an emergency at school;
· provide suitable clothing for your child, including outdoor clothing appropriate to weather, clothing for physical development activities and changes of clothing and spare incontinence pads if necessary;
· support the activities of the Friends of St. Luke’s School Association (FOSL).
