St. Luke’s Out of School Club
The nature of the club

This is a weekly out of school fun club for pupils of the school using available school facilities for creative arts, sports, sensory stimulation and other activities appropriate to the whole range of needs of pupils in the school. 

The club will be for children aged 4 to 11 years. All children may attend including those with a need for clinical care and other specialist procedures since staff are fully trained to meet these needs. Children who are frequently and extremely disruptive might not be included.
The pupils will have the opportunity at this club to play with friends at school. 

This club is held after school hours at the school on Mondays from 3.40 to 5.15. There may be an increase in the number of sessions per week in future if there is sufficient demand and if feasible.

Since this will take place at the end of a long school day, children will have a healthy snack (not a meal) with milk or water as wished.

Staffing 

Members of the school staff who will contribute to the out of school club have had prior involvement in the Complex Care Play Schemes run over the past decade or more. Others have worked for parents accessing support for their children for short term breaks through direct care payments, for the Cygnets providing overnight stays and for other clubs for young people. All have the necessary and appropriate training for working with children with disabilities, e.g. refreshers for moving and handling, administering medications, child protection, positive behaviour management.

Expectations of parents
Parental involvement in the out of school club is not required except when collecting their child at end of session. 
Home-school transport

It is hoped that the majority of parents will be able to collect their child to keep costs to a minimum.
The club has access to one of the minibuses used by North Lincolnshire Council for home-school transport. There is a volunteer driver and an escort. The bus is equipped to take wheelchair users.

Transport from the club to home will be made available for parents who are unable to collect children from school.

Charges
The club is supported by the school at cost of about £9,000 per year. The school will try seek financial support from potential donors and grant making trusts and through regular fund-raising activities. 
From 1st September 2012 a charge of £3.50 per session will be made. This will not generate sufficient money of itself to run the club. Some parents may not be able to afford this in which case they will be asked to contribute what they can. 
Insurance

Parents can be assured that the school has proper insurance to meet any reasonable claims that might arise.

Health and safety

All the staff have training in basic life support and at least one teaching assistant will be trained in first aid. The staff will have access to the health care plans of children who have these.
A senior teacher will also be present on site.
